Question paper will be made available in English, Hindi & Urdu Medium - candidate
will have the option to answer question in any of the above said medium.

Examination for Class 9" shall be conducted by the schools as per scheme of
examination and studies prescribed by the Board.

For Improvement in Division/Result of High School Examination:- Candidates shall
have only one chance in the next examination to improve the division/result of High
School Examination. New mark sheet shall be awarded to the candidate if hig/her
division is improved or marks are improved with a minimum change of 10 marks.
Candidate shall have to surrender his/her original mark sheet of previous examination.
Any special case not covered in the syllabus, will be referred to the Chairman, whose
decision shall be final and binding to all.

I nstructions Regarding Handicapped Students :-

Students of Blind, Deaf & Dumb and Spastic cerebral palsy category shall have
exemption from special language. Candidates may opt Hindi (General) or English
(General) as Second Language.

Blind Students may opt music in place of Mathematics the Science practicals of these
students will be only oral.

Dumb and Deaf students may opt music or Drawing in place of Mathematics or Science.
Blind and Spastic cerebral palsy Students will have One hour extra time to solve the

guestion paper during examination

Eligibility for Admission :-
Candidates (Regular, Private, Correspondence Course) shall be eligible for admission to

the course, only if he/she fulfills all the requirements/directions issued by the secretary. M.P.

Board of Secondary Education from timeto time.
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»  Eligibility for Supplementary Examination :-

Candidates (Regular, Private) failed in one subject of external examination shall be
eligible for supplementary Examination in that subject. For subjects containing both theory
and practical examination, candidate failed in either examination shall be eligible for

supplementary examination as per provision.

» Award of Division and Distinction :-

1. Division shall be awarded to the pass candidates as First, Second and Third division on
securing 60%, 45% and 33% or above marks in aggregate respectively.
Distinction shall be awarded in the subjects securing 75% or above marks.

3. Marks obtained in Additional subject (Optional) shall not be added to decide the
Division. Marks obtained by the student in additional subjects will be shown separately

in the mark sheet and the subject will be mentioned in the certificate.

»  Environmental Education & Disaster Management :-

Theoretical part of Environmental Education & Disaster Management suggested by
NCERT, has been integrated in different subjects at High School level. External Evaluation of
the Theoretical part of E.E. & D.M. will be conducted with the Board Examination of different
subjects. Practical part Shall be examined by the institution through project work. Thisinternal
Examination shall be of 50 marks based on the project work and its report.

School based evaluation will be converted into grade system as directed by the Board,
The record of these grades will be submitted to the Board so that the grades may shown in the
mark sheets.

» Instruction Related to Internal Subjects:-

Evaluation of the subjects of internal evaluation has to be done as per the syllabus
directed by the Board.

Internal Evaluation of students shall be done as per the cumulative record and

continuous evaluation throughout the year including theoretical examination.
